review the curriculum offer, ensuring that statutory requirements are met

ensure that the curriculum offer reflects the school’s values
ensure that the curriculum meets the needs of all pupils regardless of ability, age, sex or ethnicity.

ensure that the requirements of pupils with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND) are
met, as laid out in the Code of Practice.

ensure that the curriculum provides opportunities for pupils to become physically confident in a way
which supports their health and fitness.

ensure that required information relating to the school’s curriculum is published on the school’s
website

monitor and evaluate the results of pupil’s learning in terms of progress and attainment and how well
pupils perform in examinations and assessments.

evaluate the impact of the curriculum in terms of pupils’ preparedness for the next stage of
education and employment.

monitor and review the progress and attainment of specific groups of pupils including those in
receipt of pupil premium funding and pupils with SEND.

monitor and evaluate the impact of continuing professional development on the quality of teaching.
advise the [finance committee] on the funding priorities necessary to deliver the curriculum.

consider recommendations relating to teaching and learning from external reviews of the school (for
example, Ofsted or local school improvement advisers), and ensure an appropriate plan is in place to
act on any recommendations.

review and monitor any policies delegated by the full governing board
